What you need to know ...
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Business Permits

(Available from Division of Police)

Taxi Cab Driver Permits

¢ Each taxi cab driver in the
County of Henrico MUST
have a permit.

o Allow at least six weeks
to obtain the permit due
to fingerprint/background
processing.

o Fee is $20.00.

Taxi Cab Public Necessity Permit

o This permit also MUST be obtained if driver is an
owner/operator. If the cab driver is an employee,
his/her employer MUST obtain this permit.

e To obtain this permit your vehicle must pass an
inspection by the Permits Officer. Please call the
Permits Officer to set an appointment for this
inspection and bring your completed application
and fee with you.

o Allow at least six weeks for processing.
e Fee is $15.00.

Adult Business Permit

e Allow 45-50 days for this permit.

o Expect to be subjected to a background investigation

that will include fingerprint processing through
the VA State Police and the FBI.

o Fee is $200.00.
e Renewal fee is $100.00.

Precious Metals and Gems Application
Pawnbroker License Application

e Must have valid County business licenses.

® Precious Metals-Gem applicants must have their
scales certified.

o Applicants will be subjected to a background

investigation that will include fingerprint processing
through the VA State Police and the FBI.

® Precious Metals-Gem applicants are required to
carry a $10,000.00 bond.

o Pawnbroker applicants are required to carry a
$50,000.00 bond.

e Fee is $200.00.

(Available from Division of Police)

Parade/Marathon Permit

Block Party Permit

Other Outdoor Events (Bicycle, Walks, etc.)
o Allow 30 to 45 days to obtain permits.

¢ You may be required to hire police officers,
depending on how your event affects traffic flow

or for crowd control.
